Park Giell

Park Giell is one of the most popular Antonio Gaudi’s works. This park is situated in Spain in Barcelona.
Although it is really small, it has amazing solutions and mysteries.

Gaudi and Guell became really good
friends. They had much in common
because of architecture and mutual
business. For several years they realized
many business plans. One of the most
important business plans was modern
housing estate for rich people, which
would have been built on the hill called
Bald Mountain (Muntanya Pelada).
Theywanted to create a park near this
housing estate, in which everyone could have a rest and
relax.Building started in 1900, but because of a complicated
project, they did not carry through their business plan. They
had built only... Park Giell and two buildings. In one of them lived




Antonio Gaudi.
In 1922, the government of Barcelona bought this area and they opened this park for people. In 1984, Park
Giiell and other Gaudi’s works were entered in the world heritage list UNESCO.

What can we find in the park?

The Park is surrounded by a wall. There are four entrances. One of
them leads to an observation deck, which can also be the longest

% bench in the world. It is 110 meters long. This terrace performed also
a function of the place, where many performances took place. It was
called The Greek Theatre. Today this observation deck is called The
Nature’s Playground. This terraceis on the Columnar Room, which
would have been a market. From this place we can see the entire
panorama of Barcelona.

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Concrete Island

Most likely there is no stranger island on earth than this one. From a bird's-eye view,
Hashima is like a ghostly warship drifting across the East China Sea. For centuries it was only
a useless pile of stones guarding the entrance to the port of Nagasaki. It changed in the second
half of the nineteenth century, when an undersea coal mine was opened under it. The
development of coal mining forced architects to construct several dozens of concrete blocks.
Some of them had even nine floors! The whole complex is surrounded by a high wall,
protecting the residents of the island from the storms.

During its heyday, the tiny Hashima was the most densely populated island in the
world. Although it seems unlikely, only 11m2 accrued per one inhabitant! When coal mining
was abandoned in 1975, the population fell to ... zero. Currently, the post-industrial space of
an abandoned Japanese island is used in cinematography - it has been immortalized, among
others in several scenes of Skyfall, the James Bond movie from 2012. Currently, there is an
intention to put this object on the UNESCO list of monuments.

Catedral de Salamanca

Salamanca es una de las ciudades mds importantes de Castilla y Ledn. El casco antiguo esta en la lista
de UNESCO y la Universidad de Salamanca, la mads antigua de Espafia, es una de las tres mejores en el
pais (junto con la de Madrid y la de Barcelona).

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Blue world or a visit to Waitomo Glowworm Caves

Waitomo Glowworm
Caves is located in the
southern part of the
Waikato region, on the
North Island of New
Zealand. The cave belongs
to the Waitomo Caves
group, which also includes
the Ruakuri and Aranuri
caves.

Waitomo is an expression
of Maori origin, which
consists of two parts:
'Wali', meaning water and 'tomo’, i.e. a hole, entrance or cave. Translating from the Maori
name, 'Waitomo' can literally be understood as 'A stream that flows into a hole in the ground
(cave)'.

The caves were created over 30 million years ago and consist of 2 levels. The upper level is
dry and includes the entrance to the cave and formations known as the Catacombs, Organ and
the Banquet Room. On the lower level there are stream troughs and a cathedral.

Impressions are one of a kind, especially if instead of a quiet tour, for example on board of a
boat, you choose the more :

extreme option - a rope ride
or an underground rafting.

At some point, the trip
participants are asked to turn
off the flashlights. First you
can hear the sound of
underground waterfalls and
dripping water. When the
eyes become accustomed to
the darkness, the cave
reveals to what the caves
owe their fame: thousands of
pale blue luminous dots.
They resemble thin diodes the size of a pin head, and the view brings to mind the starry sky.

How does this unusual phenomenon arise? This is the result of the emission of natural light
by fly larvae (Arachnocampaluminosa). The larvae create a spiderweb in which small insects
are attracted by light. It is because of this natural phenomenon that the place has been named
Waitomo Glowworm Caves, or the cave of "glowing worms".

Interesting fact: the caves in New Zealand are owned by a farmer who owns the land above
the cave.

Angkor Wat - ein Tempel inmitten des Dschungels

Angkor Wat ist das
prachtigste
Kulturdenkmal
Slidostasiens in
Kambodscha. Das Symbol
der Khmer-Zivilisation
und das groRte heilige
Gebaude der Welt.

Der Name Angkor Wat
kann als stadtischer
Tempel Gbersetzt werden.
Es wurde im 12.
Jahrhundert als Hindu-
Tempel zu Ehren der
Gottheit von Vishnu

erbaut.
Der gesamte Komplex ist von einem 200 m breiten Wassergraben umgeben.

Der Bau dauerte 37 Jahre. Es war ein riesiges Unternehmen und es ist bis heute
beeindruckend. Aus der perfekt symmetrischen Form wachsen finf Tlrme, die den Umriss
einer Lotusblume bilden. Der hdchste ist 65 Meter lang. Die Wande sind mit reichen
Ornamenten verziert. Auf dem 900 Meter langen
Streifen befinden sich schone Reliefs, die
verschiedene Szenen des Lebens darstellen (hier gibt
es fast 20.000 Figuren).

Angkor Wat ist ein dreistockiges Gebadude, in dem
friher nur der Konig und die Hauptpriester die
dritthdchste Galerie betreten konnten. Heute kann
jeder, der es wagt, die steile Treppe zu Uberwinden,
eine wunderschdne Aussicht von oben sehen.

Bayon

Der Konig befahl, diesen Tempel zu bauen, um
Buddha-Bilder darin zu setzen, aber am Ende glaubte
er sich selbst, dass er seine Inkarnation war. Jeder der
Tirme hat viereinhalb Meter grol3e Gesichter, die auf
vier Seiten geschnitzt sind, tber denen die koniglichen
Diadems sichtbar sind.

Allee der Riesen

Allee der Riesen fiihrt zum Tor - wie auch zu allen anderen Toren von Angkor Thom. Es ist
eine Strale, die einen hundert Meter langen Graben durchquert. An den Ufern sind 108
Steinfiguren zu sehen. Auf der Westseite gibt es Skulpturen von 54 Goéttern und im Osten 54
Damonen.



Interessante Information: In einem der Tempel des Angkor-Komplexes - dem TaProhm-
Tempel - malerisch umrahmt von Wurzeln und Asten von Baumen wurden die Szenen fr den
Film "Tomb Raider" mit Angelina Jolie gedreht.
