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Famous Poles Abroad

Have you ever heard about the company named ‘Max Factor’ or exclusive watches from
‘Patek Philippe &Co.”? Probably yes, after all, all these companies are recognised all over the
world. However, you may not know that they were founded by Poles. There are even more
famous Polish people abroad you have not heard of.

First of all, in the world of
cosmetics there is Maksymilian Faktor
(Faktorowicz). The founder of the ‘Max
Factor’ company was born in 1872 in
Zdunska Wolato a poor Jewish family. He
had nine siblings. He had been interested in
cosmetics, pharmacy and wig making since
he was a child. At the beginning of the 20th
century, he emigrated to the USA and
opened a beauty supply and wig store in
Los Angeles. Soon, he became a make-up
artist for Hollywood stars. He
developed the method of easily applied
and removable make-up for film actors (known as ‘make-up’). His clients were the most famous
actors of the time: Pola Negri, Gloria Swanson, Rita Hayworth, Marlena Dietrich, John Wayne,
Charlie Chaplin, Frank Sinatra and Rudolf Valentino.

Another famous Poleis Antoni Norbert Patek. He was the
founder of the company ‘Patek Philippe & Co,” the first company
in history to mass-produce pocket watches and one of the most
exclusive watches in the world. Antoni Patek was born in 1812 in
the village of Piaski Szlacheckiein the Lublin region. He took an
active part in the November Uprising, was wounded twice and
was decorated with the Gold Cross of the Order of Virtuti Militari.
After the fall of the uprising, he went to Prussia, then France and
Switzerland. There he focused on the art of watchmaking so that
in 1839, together with another Polish emigrant, Franciszek
Czapek (of Czech origin), he opened a factory of artistic watches.
In 1851, the company changed its name to Patek Philippe & Co.
and it soon became the best and most expensive watchbrand in
the world.

Do youknow who
extracted the first vitamin B1 fromrice bran? It was Kazimierz
Funk (1884-1967), a biochemist of Polish origin. He studied in
Berlin and Bern, then started his research work in various
centres in Paris, Berlin and London. During World War [, he
moved to the United States and obtained American citizenship
in 1920. He predicted that lack of vitamins could cause
diseases such as scurvy. He also researched hormones and the
causes of cancer, diabetes and ulcers. He contributed to the
improvement of the method of producing medicines and
created several new medicines himself.

Polish people left their mark on literature, too. One
of them was Joseph Conrad. He was bornin 1857 in
Berdyczéw (now Ukraine) as J6zef Teodor Konrad
Korzeniowski to a family withrich patriotic traditions.
At the age of seventeen he went to France to join a ship
8 as asimple seaman. He sailed on French and British
. ships, gaining successive ranks, up to the captain's. He
visited a huge part of the world, whichis definitely
visible later in his work. After 19 years of "sea service"
he settled in England and a year later wrote his first
novel as Joseph Conrad. He is the author of many novels,
short stories, plays and essays. Many times his work has
been transferred to the stage of the theatre and the
cinema screen. The most famous works by Korzeniowski

include: “ Almayer’ Folly”, “Lord Jim”, “Heart of
Darkness” and “The Shadow- Line”.

Allin all, a number of Polish people are known
abroad and this article is just scratching the surface. It is amazing to know that some companies
known worldwide, famous scientific achievements, well- known poetry and many more are the
masterpieces of Polish people.

Maria Sklodowska-Curie

The Polish-French Nobel Prize winner was
born on November 7, 1867 in Warsaw. In
November 1891, she began studying
mathematics and physics at the Sorbonne,
where she met her future husband. In 1895 she
married Pierre Curie, with whom she had two
daughters - Irena and Ewa.

She is the first woman who received the Nobel
Prize and the only person who received this
award in two different science fields so far.In
1903, with her husband and Henryk Bacquerel,
she received the Nobel Prize in Physics for
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radioactivity. The second time in 1911 she was awarded for the discovery of two radioactive chemical
elements - radium and polonium, named after her native country. One of Maria and Pierre's daughters
was also awarded the Nobel Prize in Chemistry in 1935.

Her actions during the First World War
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Unable to serve in Poland, Maria decided to serve in France. She collected X-ray machines from
Parisian studios and organized special cars with apparatus, called "Little Curie". Maria was
accompanied by military doctors and her daughter Irena, who, together with her mother, trained
radiology technicians. This activity saved many soldiers from certain death. She was also a member of
the Swiss General Committee for Aid to War Victims in Poland.

Maria passed away on July 4, 1934 in Passy in France.

Krystyna, Christine or Pauline?

During the Second World War, women had a huge role to play. They started to be actively

involved as nurses, liaison officersor even soldiers and spies. One of them was Krystyna
Skarbek.

Krystyna was born on 1st May 1908 in Warsaw, but she grew up in Trzebnica. As a young girl
she used to train horse riding and climbing. She even participated in a Miss Polonia contest in
1930. In 1936 Krystyna married Gustaw Gettlich, who was an industrialist.
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Her marriage didn’t last long.

When the war broke out, she and her second husband Jerzy Gizycki (Polish traveler and writer)
were in Kenia. They immediately moved to France, from where she got to England. She joined
SOE (Special Operations Executive - British non-governmental organization, which supported
the resistance in Axis nations) and as a result she worked in a lot of different countries such as
Slovakia, Yugoslavia and Hungary. Krystyna changed her name to Christine Granville and her
date of birth to 1915. Her work was really various. Sometimes agent Granville snuggled needed
equipment for the Polish Army, other time she spied on the Nazi. She and her partner - Andrzej
Kowerski (alias Andrew Kennedy) helped a lot of Polish people, who were detainees in
Hungarian death camps, by organising getaways. Thanks to their information, Winston Churchill
knew the planned date of the German invasion on USSR.



Furthermore, Christine underwent parachute training. The agent made use of these abilities in
1944 during Jockey/Roger mission. As Pauline Armand, she managed to purchase two bosses of
Jockey (Frenchlimpet organisation) from Gestapo. In the same year she wanted to take part in
the Warsaw Uprising, but her command did not agree on that.

After the war, Krystyna divorced her second husband. She was demobbed and she workedin a
lot of different professions such as maid, shop assistant and stewardess. What is interesting, is
her probable romance with Ian Fleming. Itis said that the one of the characters in James Bond -
Casino Royale - Vesper Lynd was based on her.

Krystyna died in 1952, stabbed by Dennis Muldowney in London’s Shelbourne Hotel. The reason
behind this unfortunate event was rejecting his engagement earlier.

,Pauline” is usually described as a beautiful, creative woman with cold blood. She was admired
by many, including Churchill himself. He called her the most important British agent during
World War II.

Skarbek was awarded with a lot of medals fromall overthe world. She was buried with her co-
worker Andrzej Kowerski in St. Mary’s Catholic Cemetery in London.

Adam Mickiewicz

La persona che ho scelto si chiama Adam Mickiewicz. E stato un grande scrittore e poeta polacco.

Aveva quattro fratelli: Franciszek, Aleksander, Jerzy e
Antoni. Lui era il secondo figlio. Lafamiglia vivevain una grande villa con un giardino grandissimo
fuori citta.

Era alto e magro. Avevai capelli neri, mossi e lunghi. Non avevané barba né baffi. Aveva gli occhi
verdi. Era simpatico, gentile e divertente. Era molto elegante. Spesso indossava i completi e
portava uno scialle al collo.

Gli piaceva molto viaggiare. E stato in molti paesi: Germania, Italia, Russia e Svizzera. Ha trascorso
oltre 20 anni della sua vitaa Parigi. In Russia é stato a causa dell'esilio, perché in Polonia svolgeva
un'attivita proibita. In Italia ha vissuto per qualche anno a Roma ed era affascinato da Citta Eterna.
Fino ad oggi si puo trovareil viale Adamo Mickiewicz aRoma ed in viadel Pozzetto esiste la targa
commemorativa che Mickiewicz ci ha abitato.

Adam ha avuto un grande talento. Ha scritto molti grandi libri, per esempio: “Pan
Tadeusz” (“Signor Taddeo”) - vita nobile in campagna, “Oda do mtodosci” (“Odealla gioventu”) e
“Dziady” (“Gli Avi”)-riti legati alla festa di tutti i morti.

Dopo essersi diplomato alla scuola elementare locale, € andato a studiare a Vilnius. Durante i suoi
studi ha fondato il “Towarzystwo filomatéw”. A settembre 1855 € andato in Turchia durante la
guerra di Crimea. Li & morto nell'ottobre 1855 a causa di un'infezione. La sua salma é& stata
trasportata a Cracovia nella cripta della Cattedrale di Wawel il 4 luglio 1861.

Elzbieta Zawacka
Elzbieta Zawacka & nata nel 1909 a Torun. Era insegnante di matematica e di storia.

Durante la seconda guerra mondiale, come giovane ragazza, ha combattuto per la liberta della
Polonia. Ha partecipato alla Campagna di settembre nel 1939 e alla difesa di Lwéw. E stata
generale di brigata dell’esercito polacco.

Era una donna molto coraggiosa. E stata I'unica donna tra i Cichociemni. Sapeva saltare con il
paracadute. Nella sua attivita di spionaggio Zawacka aveva il nome di battaglia “Zelma” che &
subito diventato “Zo”. Fungeva da corriere per I’Armia Krajowa. Portava lettere, rapporti e vari
documenti importanti dalla Polonia occupata dai nazisti al governo polacco in esilio.

Nel 1940 lei ha iniziato i suoi viaggi di corriere. Per due anni sempre andava da Varsavia a Londra
via Berlino e in Svezia. Con falsi documenti é riuscita ad attraversare i confini centinaia di volte!

Nel 1944 ha combattuto durante la Rivoltadi Varsavia e dopo la sconfittasi e trasferita a Cracovia
dove ha continuato le sue attivita clandestine.

Dopo la guerra Zawackaha continuato studi e lavoro professionale. Negli anni ‘80 ha collaborato
con il movimento “Solidarno$¢”. Ha ricevuto molti premi: Ordine dei Virtuti Militari, Ordine della
Polonia Restituta, Ordine dell’Aquila Bianca.

E morta all’eta di quasi 100 anni nel 2009.

Igor Mitoraj

Igor Mitoraj nasce il 26 marzo 1944 a Ederan. E uno scultore
polacco famoso in tutto il mondo per i suoi “giganti feriti”. Sua madre
e polacca, suo padre é francese. Igor si laurea al Liceo Artistico di
Bielsko-Biata e poi entra all'Accademia delle Arti di Cracovia. Nel
1968 si reca in Francia, dove inizia gli studi presso la Scuola
Superiore Nazionale di Belle Arti di Parigi. Dopo un enorme successo
della sua prima esposizione nel 1976 a Parigi si dedica a tempo
pieno alla scultura. Dal 1983 Mitoraj apre il suo laboratorio, il suo
studio a Pietrasanta in Italia dove fa numerose opere d’arte in
terracotta, bronzo e marmo. Le sue gigantesche sculture sono
esposte ripetutamente in molti paesi in tutto il mondo, spesso nei
luoghi straordinari, per esempio: tra le rovine archeologiche a
Pompei o sui Fori Imperiali a Roma.

Mitoraj si ispira alla scultura classica. Lo interessa soprattutto il corpo umano. Le sue
monumentali sculture fanno stupire perché assomigliano alle statue che si vedono nei musei
archeologici. I busti, i volti, le teste che scolpisce non sono completi, ma frammentati, troncati,
fratturati, bendati apposta per sottolineare la scadenza del tempo e i danni che hanno subito le
sculture antiche.
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Per il suo impegno riceve il Premio Vittorio De Sica e la Medaglia d'Oro "Per merito culturale
Gloria Artis". Un esempio dei miracoli di Mitoraj puo essere il monumentale Centauro che sorge
nel cuoredella citta di Pietrasanta in Toscana o I'enorme testa di bronzo che si trovasulla Piazza
del Mercato di Cracovia.

Lo scultore muore il 6 ottobre 2014 a Parigi, ma secondo il suo ultimo desiderio, la sua tomba si
trova a Pietrasanta in Italia.

Maria Sklodowska-Curie

Cette exceptionnelle femme scientifique est née a Varsovie le 7
novembre 1867. Ses parents, Bronistawa et Wtadystaw Sktodowski,
enseignants, 1'ont toujours encouragée a approfondir ses
connaissances scientifiques. Quand elle avait 10 ans, sa mére a été
morte et son pere 1'a envoyée al'école avecinternat. Ensuite, la fille a
été transférée dans un pensionnat pour enfants surdoués. Elle finit
cette étape del'éducation al'age de 15 ans avec une médaille d'or.Elle
s'intéressait a la sociologie, aux mathématiques, a la physique et ala
littérature. Apreés avoir obtenu son diplome d'études secondaires, elle a suivi des cours
a l'université secrete a Varsovie ou elle étudiait les sciences naturelles et la sociologie.

Sktodowskaa fait ses premiers pas scientifiques dans le laboratoire physique et chimique du
Musée de I'Industrie et de 1'Agriculture de Varsovie. En 1891, Maria est partie pour Paris ou elle
s'estinscrite ala faculté de mathématiques et de sciences naturelles de la Sorbonne. Deux ans
plus tard, elle obtient un dipléme en sciences physiques et plus tard en mathématiques.

L'un des événements les plus importants de la vie de Sktodowskafutla découverte de deux
nouveaux éléments - le radium et le polonium - avec son mari Pierre Curie en 1898. En 1903,
Maria et Pierre Curie, ainsi que le physicien francais Henri Becquerel, ont regu le prix Nobel de
physique pour leurs travaux sur les éléments radioactifs. Sktodowska- Curie a recu le deuxieme
prix Nobel en 1911 pour ses travaux sur la radioactivité et la découverte de nouveaux éléments
radioactifs.
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Maria Sktodowska-Curie est décédée en 1934 a la suite de I'anémie aplasique pernicieuse dont
elle souffraita cause d'une exposition a des rayonnements nocifs sur son corps. Elle a été
enterrée a coté de son mari et, en 1995, les cendres des époux ont été déposées sur le lieu de
sépulture des héros nationaux frangais - au Panthéon de Paris. Cette femme scientifique
polonaise a été la premiére femme qui a regu le prix Nobel et la seule qui I'a obtenu dans deux
catégories. Elle est également devenue la premiére femme qui avait un poste de professeur a
'Université de Paris.

Uberall wurde er wie ein Star begriif3t.

Kiepura heiratete Marta Egert. Bald ist das Paar in die Vereinigten Staaten gezogen. Von 1938 bis
1942 hat er regelmifdig an der Metropolitan Opera in New York aufgetreten. Er hat auch am
Broadway in Ferenc Lehars ,Die lustige Witwe" gespielt.

Er ist erst 1958 nach Polen gekommen. Die Einwohner von Warschau haben ihn am Flughafen
Okecie feierlich begriifdt. Er sang fiir die Leute vom Balkon des Bristol Hotels, er unterhielt sich
vonden Ddchern der Autos oder den Fenstern der Autos mit dem Publikum.

Adam Estanislavo Hipolit Ernest Malinowski conocido como
Ernest Malinowski era ingeniero polaco que nacié 5 de enero
en 1818. Estudiaba en liceo en Krzemieniec donde también
estudiaban muchos polacos famosos ej. Julio Slowacki. En
1830 participé en levantamiento en noviembre. Antes de esto
tuvo que salir de Polonia con su papa y hermano, pero su
mama y otro hermano quedaron en pais. En Francia, donde
vivié con su familia, continuaba su educaciénen Ecole
Polytechnique. Interesante, que es el dltimo periodo cuando

uso su primer nombre - Adam. después lleg6 a Algeria donde

construia carreteras y puerto. En 1852 el gobierno peruano le

pidié que ayudara construir ferrocarril en Andes, que por

mucho tiempo estaba en la mayor altitud del mundo. En 1859 present6 al gobierno peruano el
plan muy valiente para la construccién de una linea de ferrocarril, que conectara la costa del
Pacifico (puerto del Callao) conlos abundantes recursos del interior del pais (el centro de las
minas de La Oroya). Tenia 218 km, en su mayoria en la altitud por encima 2000 msnm. Durante
la guerra entre Chile y el Perd escapé a Ecuador donde también trabajo como ingeniero y hizo
planes para la linea de Guayaquil a Quito. También ayudaba a los refugiados peruanos encontrar

labor y escribia sobre la guerra. Cuando el conflicto se acab6 volvi6 a Lima donde empiezo su

carrea educativa. Murio6 en Pert, en 1899.
